Are you pleased with the reaction to your
debut album over here? The UK seems to
hold a soft spot for you...
Oh my gosh, I am beyond pleased; it means
everything to me. I’m so happy, I’m so
excited and I’m so grateful. I mean, I had my
first number one single in the UK, and am
very fortunate to have five singles here from
this album so far. I’m so grateful for my UK
fans, Pussycat Dolls fans and the X Factor
fans.

As you’ve just mentioned, you’ve had five
singles off this album here in the UK. Are
there plans for anything more, or is there
new material that you’ve been working on
which could perhaps go on to a new
edition of the album?
I’m always in the studio. We repackaged the
album late last year. I added four extra
songs - Try With Me, Right There featuring
50 Cent, Trust Me I Lie, and Tomorrow Never
Dies. After this Killer Love album, there’s
gonna be another album, and I’m never
gonna stop! As long as there are fans, and
the people connect and love it and will have
me, I will continue to do it.

When you were working on this album,
you were appearing on Dancing With The
Stars. Was it literally a case of going from
the dance studio to the recording studio
for many months?
Always. Well, I did the studio with Dancing
With The Stars and then after Dancing With
The Stars, because it was so time-
consuming. I didn’t take a break for three
months; I didn’t take one day off for three
months! After that, I went to Europe, and
that’s when I really honed-in on this album,
with RedOne in his camp.

Is there going to be any new material on
your live tour that you’ve been working
on, or will it be everything we’ve heard so
far from the album and singles?
On the tour, I’m going to have the singles
that you’ll all have heard, and I’ll pay
homage to the Pussycat Dolls with a couple
of songs that I love and adore. I’m going to
do an acoustic set, probably a cover, and I
was thinking of maybe doing some new
material. Whether it’s the new material from
the repackaged album that I put out, I don’t
yet know. As far as the new material I’ve
been writing, I’m going to wait for the next
album, because I want the fans to at least
have been acquainted with it and to have
heard it a little bit before I perform it for the
first time ever. But I will maybe do Pretty,
Trust Me I Lie and Try With Me. We’ll see!

Are you looking forward to returning to
Birmingham, and is this your first time
here since the Pussycat Dolls in 2009?
Yes, this is actually the first time since 2009,
and I’m so excited. We had the best tours
and the best runs there with my PCD tour,
so I’m really excited to be going back and
giving  them a show they’ll never forget.

When you’re at these towns and cities for
your shows, do you get the chance to
look around and be a bit of a tourist, or is
it straight in, sound check, gig, and then
straight on to the next town?
It’s on to the next one. You get acquainted
with the hotel, the tour bus, the airport, the
venues, so you judge the towns by the
people in the crowd! 

Because you go down so well with the
British public, would there be scope for a
bigger tour?
That’s my goal, that’s my dream, that’s why
I’m putting my own money into this tour and
that’s why I’ve been preparing for it. That’s
my ultimate dream - to have a world tour,
but also a bigger UK tour. But you’ve got to
start somewhere, and I’m honoured that I
get to start in the theatres, and that the fans
are going to come out for it. I can guarantee
these shows are going to be so great that
fans will be wanting more, so I’ll be back!

Speaking of theatre, you did musical
theatre at college. Then, at the Royal
Variety Performance, you blew everybody
away with some of your renditions. Would
you like to do a full run some day on
Broadway or in the West End in a
musical?
Absolutely, theatre has a big part of my
heart. There’s nothing like the stage, and
that’s why I was honoured to play Christine
in the The Phantom Of The Opera at the
Royal Variety Show. It’s just rewarding, as an

artist, for me to be able to have that outlet.

How did it feel to be a judge on X Factor
in the US, seeing as you took a similar
route yourself?
First of all, after starting out on a show like
that, I’ve come full circle, and I feel like that
gave me an advantage because, for me as
an artist, I could empathise with the
contestants. I knew what they were going
through, I knew how they felt, and I knew
how much it really meant to them, so I felt
real empathy. Then, guesting for the X
Factor UK was definitely great prep work for
me. I do miss X Factor UK, because I found
the contestants to be a lot more bubbly and
fun, and I found the crowd could be really
outrageous and very outspoken, which I
love. I loved that they really welcomed me
with open arms.

You came second this year - are you
aiming for first next year?
I’ll always aim for first. Like Simon says, you
don’t go into a competition hoping you get
second. But second for me was first this
year with Josh. I’m proud of the work we did
together, and for me, I feel like we won.
And I just want to say that I can’t wait to do
this tour in the UK for my fans. They really
are the best fans, and I’m going to give
them a show that they will never forget.

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Steve Hughes
Aussie comedian bigs up British comedy...

for comedy there’s
no other country in
the world that can
compare. In
America you can be
a comedian, but
you have to be
famous first.

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For those who don’t know that much
about you, Steve, how would you best
sum up your brand of comedy? - politely?
It’s funny but about unfunny things. You
know, there’s ridiculous funny things, and
there’s also the stuff about things like
bombing in Iraq, which isn’t funny; it’s deadly
serious.

You were in a band before becoming a
comedian. How did the shift from music
to comedy come about?
On stage, I tell a joke where someone asks
“is it hard to go from being a drummer to
being a comedian?”, and I go “no, it isn’t,
just move the drum kit and you’re already
there - sack the band and get rid of the
drum kit”. No, seriously, we all used to
watch Billy Connolly and Richard Prior
DVDs, so comedy was always there, in a
way. I was always determined to get out of
Australia, which I managed to do with a
certain band for a while. It wasn’t for long
enough, though, and I knew that, once back
in Australia, I’d get stuck there. So comedy
became this route of escape. I was always
intrigued by how these blokes could stand
up on stage for an hour and talk about their
lives and make people laugh, so I just
started to do it.

So being a comedian wasn’t a desire
you’d had from an early age?
Glen Wall, a friend of mine, knew he wanted
to be a comedian when he was nineteen,
but at that time I was more interested in
music and bands. I always knew that I was
funny. Anyone who goes into comedy must
think that they’re funny. I always had an
ability to make people laugh.

Do you still play music?
I do indeed. I’ve taught myself guitar since
I’ve been in England, because it’s very
difficult to practise drums in a flat. I’ve just
recorded an EP, with me doing basically
everything - singing, bass, guitar, drums. I
wrote the songs, then got a few of my
friends to do guitar solos, because I can’t
play the guitar that good, and another friend
of mine engineered it.

Was the move from Australia to the UK
purely to push your comedy?
Yeah, definitely. My father and stepmother
are English, so I grew up in an English
house. I don’t particularly like Australia in its
cultural sense, because it’s all sport and
mainstream and conservative, and there
aren’t enough people there to really do
anything. There are only so many barbecues
you can have.

Ten years on, have your perspectives on
Britain changed in any way?
Bureaucracy-wise, it’s a nightmare, but I
understand this nuance of making things
just a little bit hard. It’s in the British psyche;
my parents are like it. But for comedy,
there’s no other country in the world that
can compare. In America, you can be a

comedian, but you’ve got to be famous first.
Here, you can actually work and not be
famous, and there’s lots of stuff to do. That’s
the uniqueness of Britain.

Has your style and delivery changed
much over the years?
Yes, massively. I started out with a very
screamy, angry, yelling, American style,
which didn’t really suit me. Then I became
more deadpan, which is a very good thing
to master, because it teaches you about
timing. It really gives you the ability not to
fear silence, and standing in silence can be
very powerful. But then I realised that I’d
mastered deadpan, and it started to bore
me.

You’ve been on the comedy circuit for
quite a while now, yet this is your first
solo tour. Why’s it taken so long?
Probably because my comedy isn’t
particularly mainstream and I don’t pander.
I’m an old bastard, and I understand the
nature of moving me into the mainstream.
Some people get pushed in that direction. I
knew Russell Howard when he was a kid in
Bristol, and he ticks all the boxes to sell to a
certain age group, so they’ve moved him in.
Russell’s a great guy, but he’s not
particularly my brand of humour. A lot of
comedians have a very clear idea of how
they want to move into the mainstream. I’ve
always been very wary of becoming ‘super
big’ in that sense, because you move into a
realm where you’re no longer in control of
what you do. If you move into the real
mainstream, you’re limited in terms of what
you can say, and you become a different
entity. You become somebody else’s bread
and butter, somebody else’s wage.

Does your comedy have any boundaries?
Not really, the only boundaries are things
that I’m not interested in doing comedy
about. I’ve never been offended by a
comedian. I’ve only ever been offended that
they’re shit, but I’ve never been offended by
their choice of material. To think that you can
stand in front of a few hundred people and
make a decision about what will negatively
affect them is arrogant to begin with; you
have no idea what these people think. So to
pander to them in the first place is
arrogance. I once got accused of being anti-
semitic in a newspaper. The journalist wasn’t
a stupid man and he understood the nature
of comedy, which is usually to expose the
weaknesses or the hypocrisies of society.
He said that comedians should take into
consideration who they might be offending
in their audience, and I totally disagree with
that. You can’t take into consideration who
you might offend. I think that all things
should be used in comedy. If they’re used
by a very bad comedian, or someone who
has a low intellect, or someone who has a
poor moral code themselves, then of course
it can be brutally offensive, but I have no
desire to go out there and freak anyone out.
When I stand in front of five hundred people,

I can’t be looking out for the odd ones that I
may offend. It’s your choice to be offended
when you buy a ticket to see a show - that’s
simplified Buddhism.

Do you think your comedy travels well?
Yes, I do, because it’s about universal
topics. And if you’re a good comedian, you
can make people laugh anywhere. Just look
at Rick Mayall - all he has to do is drop his
trousers.

Would you say that your humour appeals
more to a male audience?
No, not particularly. Another thing that’s
great about England is that women will just
go out to see comedy as a social thing. You
wouldn’t get that in Australia.

Why do you think England attracts so
many international comedians?
I think it’s the size of the country and the
amount of work that you can get. It’s also
about the culture; comedy is in the British
psyche. That’s another thing about Australia.
Even if you do get something good
happening there, there’s no internal
structure for it to happen, so it can’t even
become part of the cultural psyche. Maybe
I’m a little biased because I’ve always been
obsessed with British comedy, but I’m still
amazed when I meet a Brit and they tell me
that they’ve never seen an episode of
Blackadder. 

So was that the sort of humour that you
grew up with in Australia?
Oh completely! We had a real mix of English
and American TV, but I grew up in the 1970s
and was really into the likes of Fawlty
Towers, On The Buses, Mind Your
Language, Dave Allen and Dad’s Army.
Fawlty Towers is like a great record, it just
doesn’t get old.

Who’s your favourite comedian of the
moment?
There are quite a lot of guys on the circuit
who I really like, but who aren’t that well
known. Ian Stone is one of my favourite
comics. He’s so prolific, he can MC, and
he’s just a top bloke. It’s funny, really,
because I like serious or satirical comedy,
stuff that’s about the person’s life. 

In your opinion, what’s the worst type of
humour?
Un-funny!

Who’s the naffest comedian you know?
I don’t want to name names, but I’m not into
the way they’re pushing really young guys
who don’t have any real life experiences.
The only one that I really like is Kevin
Bridges, because he’s an old man in a
young man’s body. Comedy has to be a bit
ugly and a bit freaky. I don’t like it when they
make it pretty. You’ve got to be able to stare
at the ugliness of life. That’s why comedy
sometimes has to be almost offensive, just
so it can give you an avenue to stare into
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Australian musician and stand-up comedian Steve Hughes has been touring the UK comedy
circuit for the past ten years, gathering an army of die-hard fans along the way. After supporting
Reginald D Hunter on his British tour in 2011, Steve is now about to embark on his first solo tour.
What’s On recently caught up with him, to find out why he thinks the UK comedy scene is so
popular with international comedians.

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the abyss of our own folly and not go insane.
That’s why I don’t like political correctness.

What would be your preference - to be in
the world’s greatest heavy metal band, or
to be recognised as the world’s greatest
comedian?
Oh, that’s a difficult one. There are great
things about being on your own as a
comedian - you don’t have to compromise,
you can talk about what you want. A heavy
metal band, or any kind of band, is very
difficult to be in. They’re like a relationship
without the sex. I learned the art of being
with other people in bands, and it’s difficult -
but there’s a great joy when you bring
something together with other people. There
are great things about both, so I don’t really
know which one I’d choose.

Would you like to be in a band again?
Yeah, I’d love it.  

Apart from yourself - obviously - who
would you consider the best artist to
come out of Australia?
Performer-wise it would have to be Michael
Hutchence. He was probably the first guy to
give Australia a band that had an
androgynous guy in it. Before then, it was all
pub and bloke rock - like Jimmy Barnes,
AC/DC and The Angels. Australia has this
music scene that the rest of the world
doesn’t know anything about, because they
sing about things which are so innate to
Australia that they don’t resonate with
anyone else.

Anything planned for after the tour?
I’m straight off to Australia to do some gigs,
and that’s where I’m up to. I can’t think
beyond that. At the moment, I’m having
difficulty thinking beyond this tour.

And long term?
The ambition has always been to make a
living out of performing, and to have a big
enough reputation to get off touring club
circuits. I’ve got other creative things that I’d
like to do, so I’d like to get to the stage
where I can think, right, I’ll take six months
off so that I can write. I have an animator
friend who’s animating a half-hour film which
I’m helping him with, and we’re hoping to
release that next year. Oh, and I’d like to do
another DVD.

The earlier
version was a lot more sanitised than this. I
think Mary Martin had established this kind
of hicky, low-down comedic role, and I
wanted to do something different with it,
make it more gritty and certainly more
relevant to today. So to reinstate racism and
the word ‘coloured’, which is shocking for
the audience, and for Nelly to be clean and
not to be flawed, in the past took away the
central story. If she’s not flawed then she
can’t find redemption. This version sees all
that brought back. What I love about this
version is that the comedy seems to come
from the drama, which is quite a difficult
transition to make when you’re playing
something for real, then you have to launch
into song. Bartlet Sher, the director, has
struck a very clever balance between it
being a spectacle - looking and sounding
good - and having this slightly dark
undertone. I think all the characters are a
little bit more three dimensional than the way
they’ve been portrayed in previous
productions. 

Are you looking forward to making your
debut in Birmingham? 
I’m really looking forward to it. It’s a
changing and very exciting city; a really
buzzy place. And I hear that the audiences
are fantastic.

How different is going out on the road for
you now that you’ve got two young
children?
Well, I’m very careful how I do it, and the
dates have to work for both me and them.
It’s certainly not easy, but then it’s the same
for any working mum. I’m no different to
anybody else really.

You’ve got quite a varied acting CV.
What’s been your favourite role to date?
I have two. I loved a piece that I did called
Imogen’s Face. It was by Andrea Newman,
who wrote Bouquet Of Barbed Wire, and it
was about sibling rivalry. It had a real kind of
melancholy, and was a dark thriller which
was beautifully shot. I also had a great time
doing Game On, because I laughed so
much making it.

Did you always want to be an actress?
No, I don’t think I did. I sort of fell into it,
really. I went to a theatre school, I got
offered roles, and it all seemed to happen
very quickly. It wasn’t until I was in my
thirties that I started to concentrate on it, or
maybe take it - and myself - seriously. I don’t
think I considered myself a worthy actress
until that point. I then took some time off to
have my son, and it was around then that I
decided to make more of a commitment. 

What was your first ever acting role?
I did an awful children’s series called Spatz,
about a burger bar or something. Then I did
a John le Carre adaptation for TV called

Murder Of Quality, which was really good.
Very early on, I also did Demob, which was
another one that I really enjoyed.

What’s the downside of being an
actress?
The lack of security and not being able to
plan things. In some ways it’s a great thing,
but as you get older, it takes a lot of guts.
My son’s now ten, and his life’s important.
When he was younger, I could very much
pick him up and take him where I wanted,
and he didn’t mind. But now he’s older, I
have to consider his feelings as a person in
his own right, and that makes things more
difficult. With children, I think it’s about
having to manage geographically where
you are and where they are. I’m also
married to an actor, so that doesn’t make it
any easier.

Looking to the future, is there one big
role that you’d like to perform?
I like doing new pieces. It’s always quite
difficult to recreate something that’s been
done before. What’s very exciting for me is
coming across a new character and
developing that role for yourself. I do love
taking on iconic roles, but with that comes
all the anxiety as to whether you’re living up
to other versions. I love musicals, and I’d
love to do Cabaret.

Is Cabaret your all-time favourite musical,
then?
I certainly think that the last version I saw,
which was by Bill Kenwright, was excellent.
It was very grubby and very realistic. I just
think that it’s got a very cool edge and feels
very modern. With some musicals, you have
to have a very clever director or they feel
dated. It’s always a tricky transition from
pathos to music, so someone like Steven
Sondheim, who’s a very grown-up writer,
makes it a lot easier, as he comes up with
very cleverly placed lyrics that are more
conversational, making it easier to break
into song.

Talking about breaking into song, you
sang at Eurovision!
I wouldn’t call it singing. Gyrating
uncomfortably in a peach bath is more like
it. Not one of my finest hours! There are
clips of it everywhere, and this is the
problem with Youtube - my very
embarrassing perm is now there for all to
see.

Is singing something you’d consider
doing in the future?
Well, I was trained and I’m fairly soprano, so
I’ve got quite a good classical voice. My
voice is in good shape at the moment, and
it’s certainly got better as I’ve got older.

Would you ever consider recording?
I’d love to do a recording for myself, but I’m
always aware that ‘soapstar releases
another album’ seems a bit naff. I know you
shouldn’t be swayed by things like that, but
it’s not something that I’d relish. If I did ever
do anything, then I’d do it anonymously.

Tell us about your meeting with Simon
Cowell for Britain’s Got Talent...
Well, I flew out to LA, had dinner with him
at a hotel, and talked to him for a few
hours, but the Britain’s Got Talent thing just
wasn’t going to work. I’m contracted here
with South Pacific until the beginning of
March, but I absolutely loved meeting him. I
completely fell for him, and he’s really
difficult not to like. He’s so charming, he’s
very down-to-earth, and he makes you feel
very comfortable. I really enjoyed the
experience of meeting him, and I actually
think that the panel he’s now got is going
to be great. David Walliams is a brilliant
addition. I think him being part of it will
make the show far more hip and trendy. I
think he’ll be hysterical on the panel.
Alesha Dixon’s fantastic too. She’s quite
feisty and speaks her mind, and I think
Simon coming back is perfect.

We have to touch on EastEnders. How
difficult was it portraying such a complex
character day in, day out?
I loved playing Ronnie and I loved
developing the role. I felt quite instrumental
in how she came along. I always wanted to
make her a bit more three dimensional and
a bit more damaged, but I think playing
that kind of trauma over and over again,
where so many bad things happen to you -
well, I was just finding it very difficult to
keep it truthful, and you can’t afford to lose
track of truth. I know it’s heightened and I
know it’s that genre, but I was starting to
bore myself with crying all the time. If you
no longer believe in what you’re doing,
then it’s time to put the character to bed.

Ronnie’s not been written off completely.
Can you see yourself ever returning?
I’d never say never. This business is
strange, and how you feel next year will be
different to how you feel this year. But for
now it wouldn’t be right, because it’s too
recent. In a few years, though, who
knows...

So, when you’re not working, how do
you spend your spare time?
Obviously a lot of my time is taken up with
the children, but I’m a real nurturer of arts
and crafts and furniture restoration. I buy
furniture on Ebay and then do it up for our
home.

What’s on the cards for you after the
tour?
Well, there are rumours of South Pacific
going to the West End, which I’m hoping
are true because I just love performing
there. So I’m hoping that that comes to
fruition in the middle of the year. Apart from
that, I’m just looking forward to spending
some time with my family.
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Ex-Eastender Samantha Womack makes her stage debut in the Midlands this month, starring as
the naive Nellie Forbush in Bartlet Sher’s adaptation of Rodgers and Hammerstein’s South
Pacific.

Matthew Bourne
on why Nutcracker has stood the test of time...
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Tchaikovsky’s Nutcracker is now one
hundred-and-twenty-years-old. Why does
it remain so popular, Matthew?
Well, it’s about growing up and it’s about
first love, and these are themes we can all
relate to. They are particularly relevant to
this production, which casts adult
performers as a group of very needy young
orphans. It’s also a touching coming-of-age
story, told through the dreams and
nightmares of one particular young girl,
Clara.
The classical Nutcracker has also become a
Christmas tradition; it’s often the first ballet
that many people see. It can, though, be a
difficult story to follow, and be a bore for the
men of the family. I’ve tried to tell a story for
everybody. Adults, kids, girls and boys
should all find something to thrill them and
touch them in Clara’s adventure.
I’d also like to think that the main reason
The Nutcracker has retained its perennial
appeal is because of Tchaikovsky’s
incredible score. Act One contains some of
his most engaging and, at times, profound
storytelling music, and Act Two has one
glorious melody after another. After one
hundred-and-twenty years, it retains its
mystery, its magic, and the power to
transport us to another world.

Your first production of Nutcracker was
for Opera North in 1992, as part of the
piece’s centenary celebrations. Why has
it become such an important work for
your company New Adventures?
It was the first full-evening story ballet that I
had the chance to choreograph, and started
me on an unexpected journey, creating new
and alternative productions of other classic
works (Highland Fling (La Sylphide), Swan
Lake, Cinderella, The Car Man. When
Nicholas Payne asked me and my company
to take it on, it came as a surprise. After all,
we were a small touring company of six
dancers, so a large-scale classical ballet
hadn’t seemed a realistic option. It didn’t
take me long to realise, though, that this
was a gift, and a challenge that couldn’t be
passed up. The experience of creating it
was a very happy one. With only five weeks
rehearsal before an opening at the 1992
Edinburgh Festival, the ideas had to come
fast, by necessity. Somehow, with the help
of Anthony Ward’s now-iconic designs, it all
worked out, and was brought back for two
Christmas seasons at Sadler’s Wells in 1993
and 1994. In 2002, it was substantially
reworked in a major new production, which
helped to launch my new company, New
Adventures. It’s since become one of the
most popular productions in our repertoire,
and probably the most successful single
production of the piece ever produced in
the UK. We wanted to celebrate that
success, and acknowledge this much-loved
production’s twentieth birthday, as well as
introducing it to another generation of
dance/theatre lovers.

In most classical versions of the work, the
piece begins at a very heavily populated
and extremely wealthy Christmas party.
An enormous Christmas tree usually acts
as the centrepiece, and many luxurious
gifts are given. Your production begins in
a very bleak Dickensian orphanage,
where the children are experiencing a
very different kind of Christmas. Why did
you choose to do this?
I’ve always felt that the Christmas party
which opens most productions of
Nutcracker represented a fantasy in itself for
most audiences. Therefore, when we’re
transported into Clara’s fantasy world, we’ve
really just gone from one idyllic fantasy to
another. Martin Duncan (the original 1992
director) and I had an instinct that we would
feel the transformation so much more if the
Christmas party that begins the piece was
less opulent and more bittersweet. We came
up with the notion of an awful Dickensian
orphanage, enjoying the annual Christmas
Eve visit of the institute’s governors. Dr
Dross and his wife, who run the orphanage,
contrive to create a pleasant Christmas
atmosphere for the benefit of the visitors,
only to snatch the governors’ gifts back from
the children as soon as they leave and
before Christmas Day has even begun.
Clara is, of course, one of the orphans, and
the Nutcracker boy is a fellow orphan on
whom she has a young girl’s crush. Fritz
and Sugar are the Dross’s awful spoilt
children, who terrorise the other children. So
the basis for the whole story developed out
of this grim and fearful place. I should say,
though, that as well as having this
bittersweet quality, it’s also very funny, and
when the orphans eventually revolt and
escape from the clutches of Dr Dross, you
want to cheer them on.

The famous ‘snowflake’ sequence, which
ends Act One, is transformed into a
glorious ice-skating extravaganza in your
staging. What was the inspiration for this?
There are certain things that every
production of Nutcracker should deliver - the
growing Christmas tree, the transformation
of the Nutcracker into a young man, and the
falling of snow during the ‘snowflake’
sequence. Everyone feels a sense of
childlike pleasure when snow begins to fall,

and I wanted to try and capture that sense
of pure joy, as seen through the eyes of the
orphan children. So, rather than depict the
snowflakes themselves, as in the classical
version, I have the orphans skating across a
frozen pond as an exhilarating expression of
their newfound freedom. The idea, however,
came not from Torvill and Dean, much as I
love them, but from 1930s movie skating
star Sonje Henie. For me, she is the perfect
image of Princess Sugar, and Anthony Ward
certainly found inspiration in her many and
varied skating ensembles.

One of the highlights of the Petipa/Ivanov
original is always the suite of national
dances that are staged for Clara’s
edification in the Land of the Sweets. I
believe that you created some new
characters for these dances?
One of the pleasures of creating these
characters was to link them with their
orphanage counterparts. In Clara’s
imagination, her friends become the fluffy
Marshmallow girls, the yobby Gobstopper
boys, the vain Liquorice Allsorts trio and the
lewd and sticky Knickerbocker Glory. Her
best friends, the twins, become her heavenly
helpers, the Cupids. Dr and Mrs Dross
transform into the glamorous rulers of
Sweetieland, King Sherbert and Queen
Candy, and their brattish children, Sugar and
Fritz, grow up to become Princess Sugar
and saucy Prince Bon Bon. Everything is
edible in Sweetieland, and its inhabitants are
judged not by how they look but by how
they taste!

How will this production differ from the
one that was last seen at Birmingham
Hippodrome?
Our aim has always been to take a fresh
look at every aspect of Nutcracker, whilst
retaining the innocence and charm of the
original production. As each new generation
of dancers take on these wonderful roles,
we always find new ideas and new things to
inspire us. Years on, I find Tchaikovsky’s
music more and more profound - its magic
turns us all into kids again.
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Award-winning choreographer Matthew Bourne has achieved international recognition for his
contemporary re-workings of classic pieces, including Swan Lake, Cinderella, Edward
Scissorhands and Mary Poppins. His much-loved, colourful and comedic production of
Tchaikovsky’s Nutcracker is celebrating its twentieth birthday. What’s On caught up with Matthew
to talk about the much-admired production, ahead of its Midlands date.

Stephen
Mackinstosh
talks about new BBC drama...
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Can you tell us about your character and
the type of man he is?
John is working as a manager of a cash
warehouse, where large amounts of cash
are coming in and being stored and
counted. It’s his job to make sure that
everything tallies up, that everything passes
through as it should, and that none goes
missing.
He’s a very responsible man and lives quite
a regimented existence, where every day is
very much like the next. John is quite a
stickler for doing things as they should be
done. He tries to be fair to everyone at work
and tries to be nice to everyone, but he
doesn’t get a lot of thanks for it. As the story
progresses, this starts to grate with him, and
he feels like he’s always picking up the
pieces for other people at work. He even
gets to a point where he’s replacing small
amounts of money that are being stolen by
some of his staff, because ultimately the
responsibility lies with him.
His relationship with his wife is okay. There’s
no great animosity, but there is a sense that
maybe they’re both a little bit stuck and
unsatisfied. They’re about to adopt a child,
which he’s nervous about, as it’s a whole
new world to him.

How does it all suddenly change for
John?
In Episode One, he uncovers a plot by two
of his team at work, Marcus (Warren Brown)
and Chris (Ashley Walters), to try and steal a
large amount of money from the warehouse.
He’s cross about it, and cross that they
seem so disrespectful towards him.
He takes them into his office, and while he’s
reprimanding them, all of his frustration and
the things he’s been thinking about, how his
life feels slightly stuck and unsatisfied,
comes to a head. It dawns on him there and
then that, rather than just trying to patch up
the mess and replace the sum they’ve
already taken, maybe they should try and
steal all the money.
This is utterly shocking to Marcus and Chris.
And it’s shocking to John, too, that he’s
even said it, but it sparks something in him.
He thinks, “you know what, I think this is
what I need in my life. I need to take a risk,
because life is frustrating. I’m dissatisfied
and I’m not the man I want to be. I want to
take a huge risk.”
So he floats this idea with Marcus and Chris,
and that’s really where the three of them
suddenly embark on this journey, which has
very different consequences for each of
them.
We start with the heist itself and then we
work our way backwards, from the planning
and the build-up to the day it’s carried out.
During the course of it all, John goes
through a fundamental change in his
personality, and we discover what his real
motives are for doing it.

It’s clear that Marcus and Chris see
themselves as the leaders and can’t
imagine John taking control. What are the
dynamics between the three men?

There’s a power struggle between the three
of them about who’s going to be in charge
of the heist. From the off, John very clearly
feels like it absolutely has to be him,
because he’s the manager, he’s the man
who understands how the warehouse
operates and how it can be done. John is
also quite a pedantic character and a control
freak, so that side of him starts to emerge.
But then Marcus also feels like he should be
the one in charge. He has all sorts of
connections and contacts he feels he can
bring to the table. Ashley’s character is
stuck somewhere in the middle, so it’s
interesting to see the power struggle, which
John very much feels he must win. There’s
no question that if they’re going to do this,
John is going to call the shots, which
creates a tension between the three of them.

We see a very different side to John when
he starts talking about the logistics of the
heist. What changes him?
It all plays into John’s idea of suddenly
taking risks in a way he never would have
imagined before. First of all, he’s decided to
take this massive risk of stealing. This is a
guy who never stole anything in his life, and
now he’s just decided to try and steal
millions of pounds. Then there’s this added
element of it being an armed robbery. So
now guns are involved, and suddenly he’s
even more terrified yet excited by the idea. It
all becomes part of the excitement; it’s part
of the new him.

How did you find switching between
characters like that?
They both had interesting aspects, and it
was nice exploring the contrast between the
two. I really had to keep focused while
shooting, because we would be shifting in
time in the story. We could be doing a scene
from the present day and then we’d be

going right back in time to the very
beginning and how it all started, so you had
to be really focused.
It was enjoyable playing the bumbling ‘early
John’. There are some lightly comic touches
as well, some lovely scenes which were
really enjoyable. And then it was really nice
exploring that later side of him, where he
suddenly feels in control and is giving
orders to gangs of men. It was exciting
feeling that gear-change, where suddenly
the alpha male has arrived and he’s calling
the shots. So there was a lot to enjoy and
think about.

What was it like filming the actual heist
scenes in the vaults at the old Bank of
England in Bristol?
It was amazing to be able to use that
building, and, of course, the huge vault door
leading to where the money was. That’s a
great ‘reveal’ moment, and it gave us a
fantastic sense of reality to be able to use
those corridors and that loading-bay,
knowing it was the real deal.
The design on the drama was fantastic. The
counting house was brilliantly designed - it
has a big ‘open factory’ feel, with John’s
glass office looking out over the top of the
counting room, so it looks really good.
With the heist scenes, we would film small
segments at a time, so you could be filming
one little segment one week, which was
being shot in the Bank of England vault, and
then a week later you might be doing the
next segment in a corridor at a completely
different location. It was interesting trying to
film like that, because the energy in the early
stage of the heist is quite frantic, so you had
to keep finding that energy for those
moments, which was quite a challenge.

With TV credits that include Luther, Camelot, Mo and Criminal Justice, Steven Mackintosh has become a
familiar face on the small screen. This month will see Steven, together with Ashley Walters, Warren Brown
and Kierston Wareing, return to the BBC in a new, four-part drama titled Inside Men. What’s On caught up
with Steven to find out more...

Neil Buchanan
Art Attack star in the Midlands...
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What inspired you to start painting HOPE
STREET, Neil?
Four years ago, I switched on my laptop
whilst on holiday with my children to find
69,000 messages of condolence pouring
into a Facebook site entitled ‘RIP Neil
Buchanan’, following my rumoured ‘death’.
We were marooned in a remote, mountain
hideaway in Wales, in a mobile phone
blackspot, and it took me several days
before I was able to contact my family and
shocked elderly mother in Liverpool to
reassure them that I was alive and well!  Out
of these dark and sinister rumours, I started
questioning the excesses of modern
technology and its negative influences, and
began to record my own childhood
memories in Liverpool in the early 1960s,
long before the days of Facebook, Twitter
and the internet, when life somehow seemed
simpler. In a series of rough sketches, I
started to depict a time before computers
banished us to cyberspace and traffic
clogged up our streets. And so the seed of
an idea was sown for a new, yet strangely
familiar, adventure playground, which
eventually grew into the HOPE STREET
collection.

Tell us about the pictures in the
collection?
My HOPE STREET is not a place, it’s a state
of mind... and it’s a nice place to be. I’m a
sucker for nostalgia, and each picture tells a
story. I skip across all sorts of memories,
from fishing with homemade rods, shared
bike rides and hanging out on the swings, to
the ‘dead exciting’ arrival of the ice cream
man and eating chips straight from the
wrapper on the street!

Do you feel a connection with the West
Midlands at all?
Funnily enough, I do feel a connection with
Birmingham - which might sound like a
strange thing for a Scouser to say! When I
was growing up, the Liverpool accent was
much softer - think Ringo Starr rather than
Steven Gerrard! I always felt the Brummie
accent and Liverpudlian were much closer
then. Also, having been brought up in a big
industrial city that’s been transformed into a
modern cultural centre, I feel there are many
similarities between the two cities.

Whose opinion do you value most?
I had six million art critics tuning in to Art
Attack every week, and it was their opinions
I valued above all. The greatest honour will
be if my art critics in the West Midlands like
the HOPE STREET paintings enough to
hang them on their walls. That will be the
biggest approval rating for me.

Who has influenced you as an artist?
The biggest influence in my life - head and
shoulders above anybody else - is my dad.
It was my father who first spotted that I had
a natural talent for drawing, and we would

spend hours together making pictures. I was
nuts about cartoons, and literally lived inside
The Beano when I was young. I even used
to stick my cartoons onto the ‘telly’, so that
they’d be brought to life by the flickering TV
screen.
As an adult artist, I love the post-
impressionist Toulouse Lautrec, and both
Norman Rockwell and Jack Vettriano have
inspired me in the creation of HOPE
STREET. Norman Rockwell was such a
gifted artist, and his ability to add humour
and narrative to his paintings was legendary.
Vettriano’s work is rich in narrative too - he is
a great self-expressionist and a magnificent
artist.

How did you first get into TV?
I spotted a bizarre advert which asked ‘Have
you ever had breakfast with a gorilla?’. I
responded, saying I hadn’t ever had
breakfast with a gorilla but I did once let a
monkey sit on my lap... and I sent a photo to
prove it! I got the job as the caricaturist on a
show called No 73, and this gave me a great
chance to show the world that I could draw
on live TV!
By the second series, I’d blagged my way
into a presenting role, and went on to
present Motormouth, Finders Keepers and
Animal Crazy. And I created an award-
winning programme for deaf children called
ZZZap!

Is it true Art Attack nearly didn’t make it
to the screen?
That’s right! I collaborated with my TV mate,
Tim Edmunds, to create Art Attack, but
persuading the network that there was a gap
in the market for a new style of art
programme proved more challenging. After
initial scepticism from the decision-makers, I
spotted a pile of fax paper and laid it across
the office floor where I was pitching the
concept. I started drawing a long line across
the paper trail with a marker pen, and when,
after several minutes, I was asked “What are
you doing?”, I simply answered, “Art... and
you’ve just spent the last two minutes

watching me do it”. That sealed the deal!

What’s On heard that you were a rock star
before you were an artist?
Yes, I was a rock star a long time ago, but
our success was rather short-lived!  Growing
up in the 1960s surrounded by
‘Beatlemania’ had a big impact on me. I
formed a band called Marseille, which meant
I had to give up the chance to study art at
Liverpool College of Art. The college said I
had to choose between art and the band. I
chose the band and never looked back.
Marseille appeared on TV in 1977 in the first
ever Battle Of The Bands, and we won! We
made a series of records and became the
first New Wave of British Heavy Metal
(NWOBHM) bands to break into the US,
supporting Nazareth and Blackfoot in 1980.
Sadly, the record company collapsed and
Marseille reluctantly split in the early 1980s.
Fast-forward to 2010 - and I decided to
reform the band. We released a new album,
appropriately called Unfinished Business,
and went back on tour. During 2012 we’re
shooting a video and touring some of the
big ‘heavy rock’ UK festivals.  

What have been the three highlights of
your life?
Winning the first of two BAFTAs for Art
Attack - for an ordinary lad from Liverpool, it
doesn’t get much better than that!
I had some pretty amazing highs in my early
twenties when I was with Marseille. Having
40,000 gorgeous American girls screaming
our names when we went on tour in the
States was pretty cool!
Oh, and on a personal note, I would have to
say the birth of my children Molly and Fred
were real high points - otherwise they’ll kill
me!

Neil Buchanan the creator, presenter and artist behind two times BAFTA award winning Art
Attack first entered our living rooms in 1990 and has been credited with raising and introducing
two generations of young people to art. Now the creative powerhouse has painted his first ever
collection of published art - Neil Buchanan’s HOPE STREET - a nostalgic collection of limited
edition prints based on the story of childhood. What’s On caught up with ‘the Art Attack Man’ to
find out more...

Neil Buchanan’s HOPE STREET limited
edition art will be on show at the Jamie
Leigh Fine Art Gallery, Rubery, throughout
spring.

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Grammy award-winning DJ bares all...

You played a sell-out Gatecrasher show in
Birmingham in 2011 and you’re back on
25 February as part of a series of gigs in
European superclubs. What can the
audience expect?
Birmingham has always had a fantastic
audience, and they can definitely look
forward to a lot of energy and a lot of brand
new tracks that I’ve been working on. I’ll be
previewing some of the things I plan to
release in 2012. I’ve always loved the vibe
there. The sound system is really, really top-
notch, so I’m looking forward to a great
night.
I’ve got big plans for this year. There are
always my releases of compilations, but I’ve
also got some new tracks coming out too.
My next single will be out soon, called
Flashing Light, and I collaborated on that
with Sidney Samson. That will probably be
dropping in February, so I’ll be playing stuff
from that. There are other new
collaborations. I’ve been in the studio with
people like Sam Obernik, Kid Massive and
Robbie Romero. I’ll be dropping a lot of
those upcoming tracks when I come to
Birmingham.

You’ll be joined by the acclaimed
DJs/producers/artists and models NERVO
- the feisty twins best known for their
songwriting collaboration with David
Guetta on his smash-hit When Love Takes
Over. They recently supported Britney
Spears and Nicki Minaj in the Femme
Fatale arena shows. Do you enjoy working
with them?
Definitely. I’ve been writing with them too, so
it’s good to catch up with them on the road.
We’re working on a song for an artist called
Christina Milian. But we’ve also thrown ideas
about before, so it’ll be good to work with
them. 

You’ve also been working with Sarah
Harding and Danny Jones, the
singer/guitarist from McFly. Can you tell
me about that?
I’ve been working a lot with those people,
especially with Danny. He and I have a
project called Saturn V. I’m just finishing up
the first single for that right now, so hopefully
I’ll have that ready to go soon. It’s
interesting, because the stuff that I’ve been
doing with Danny is house but it’s very big.
It’s blending his style with mine. My own
material ranges from hands in the air to more
of an underground vibe, like when I do
tracks under the name of S-Man. The Roger
Sanchez production is more about jams.

Amazingly, I understand there’s even
more work scheduled, with an S-Man
release called Animalz. Will that showcase
the deeper, darker side of your music?
Yes. I’ve just finished up a new track, which
I’ll probably release during the early part of

this year. I’ve also got a project called
Architecture, and I’m collaborating on that
with people like Carl Craig. The S-Man
project is definitely the deeper, darker side of
what I do.

Cool. Don’t you have a background in
architecture? Is that project a musical
synthesis of artistic ideas surrounding
architecture - almost a musical equivalent
of creating amazing buildings?
Yeah. What I do with that particular project is
take inspiration from certain architects
whose work I love. There are a number of
them. I take some of their designs and let
them inspire me to create a track that’s
specifically representative of them; it’s my
musical interpretation of what they do.

2011 proved to be a hectic and exciting
year for you, with countless appearances
in Europe’s party hotspots, the release of
your album, and the 10th anniversary and
landmark 500th broadcast of the Release
Yourself radio show. Where do you get
your stamina from?
Look, it gets to be a little bit exhausting
sometimes, but I know I’ve got a very
understanding family who allow me to do a
lot of the stuff that I do. What I figured is that
I have a lot more to do and a lot more ideas
that I want to put out there.
Being able to balance different aspects of
my career is very inspiring. I think the ability
to express different vibes allows me to do
the S-Man and my Roger Sanchez
productions work. I have a lot of different
sides and sounds in my head, and I need to
express them.

There are others events on the horizon,
including the Miami Winter Music
Conference 2012. What are your plans for
that?
Yeah, we’re doing a big live event there. It’ll
be a very big event, Stealth Live Miami. I’ve
kinda merged my Release Yourself with the
Stealth. We’re going to be doing a very big
event at the Fountain Blue. We’re planning to
announce that very shortly.

Release Yourself has been an incredible
triumph. When you released the 1996
class Release Yo Self, did you imagine it
would grow into a globally recognised
brand that’s synonymous with quality
house music and damn good parties?
It’s interesting, because when you start a
project like that, it’s more about the moment.
My goals were to provide an avenue to really
focus on the dancefloor and the crowd, so I
didn’t really think it would be a world
dominance brand, not in the beginning. But I
think over time it just really evolved into what
it is. That was good, because it allowed me
to have a longer-range vision for it.
I love that house music has re-asserted itself

across all spectrums of dance music. From
tech to electro to crossover to mainstream
radio play, it's all about house music. It will
continue to change as the years go on. I’m
looking forward to it.

You’re synonymous with Ibiza, and have a
villa on the clubbing paradise. What are
your Ibiza plans for 2012?
Hey, look, we’ve got a lot of great surprises
lined up for that. It’s probably a little bit too
early to tell you all about it. I don’t want to let
the cat out of the bag, as it were. But there
are definitely lots of big things planned for
this year, Release Yourself-style. 

You had a five-episode TV series on
summer in Ibiza, with director Terry
Church. How did that come about? 
I was introduced to Terry and his team
through a friend of ours, and we really had
the idea of trying to give the fans a glimpse
of what goes on, what the summertime is
like in Ibiza. I think they did a fantastic job. I
loved the way Terry filmed it and put it
together. It was very realistic, it was like a
snapshot of my life and what it’s like to be
on the road. It was good to give people a bit
of a look behind the curtain.

It portrayed you as a Grammy-winning DJ,
trying to balance the twin responsibilities
of being an icon of house music and a
devoted father and husband. How difficult
is it to combine the different aspects of
your life?
Well, it’s a difficult thing. That’s the most
difficult thing to get right, trust me. To do
what I do, you have to have a very
understanding family. It doesn’t always make
it easy, but I’m blessed to have a lot of
support with it. Changing nappies definitely
brings you back down to earth. So having a
family allows me to get away from the stage
and be a very real person.

You’ve been one of the best house DJs in
the world for many years, while others
have come and gone. How have you
managed to stay fresh and at the cutting-
edge?
I thank God for having the ability to do what I
do. I’m very passionate about what I do, and
I’m very focused about it. Not losing sight of
what initially got me interested in music is
what allows me to continue to be inspired by
the crowd. The ability to change has
definitely helped, especially with the radio
show. I always try to get a lot of new sounds
in, and I try to let them soak into me. You
have to have the ability to be on the edge of
what’s happening. But at the same time, I
have a specific musical ethos that runs
through all that I do, in my productions and
my sets. I don’t go with this fad or that fad. I
have a style of my own.

Roger Sanchez is one of the world’s greatest DJs, an icon of house music. With a villa in Ibiza
and gigs planned in superclubs around the world, the American DJ is best known for winning a
Grammy for his remix of No Doubt’s Hella Good, his Release Yourself online radio show - which
has a global audience of 15 million - and his hit Another Chance, which reached Number One in
the UK and spawned a video that amassed four million Youtube plays. He’s worked with some of
the biggest names in pop, including Michael Jackson, Janet Jackson, Daft Punk, Alicia Keys,
Kylie Minogue, Madonna, Depeche Mode, Sergio Mendes, Robbie Williams and Brandon
Flowers, and returns to Birmingham’s Gatecrasher on 25 February.

interview...
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Which elements of what you do are the
most enjoyable for you?
You know, people always ask me that
question! Do I like to DJ or mix or record or
any of the other things that I do. But that’s
kinda like asking which of your children do
you like the most? You love them all; they all
do different things and they all fulfil you in
different ways. I love each and every aspect
of what I do equally. One thing I’m not crazy
about is having to get on planes to fly all
over the place, because flying just eats up a
lot of time. But even in that, being able to
see different places is still cool. Producing
gives me one outlet, playing gives me
another, and the radio shows allow me to
reach more people. I really do appreciate
and enjoy each and every aspect of it.

You’ve had an incredible career, and there
have been amazing achievements. The
video for Another Chance, for instance,
scored more than four million hits on
Youtube: it was a brilliant mix of music
and visual art, with the girl with the heart.
Talk us through it.
It’s kinda crazy when you look at those
numbers, but coming to terms with the world
that we live in now, that’s the nature of
things. The good thing is, when you’re able
to touch a pulse and do something that
people can relate to, it allows you to broaden
your reach, and that’s something I’m very
thankful for. I really don’t think about it too
much. I just try to get stuck in and be as
truthful as I can in terms of the music I’m
making. I just like to put that stuff out there,
then it takes on a life of its own.

So your Grammy Award win for your remix
of No Doubt’s Hella Good - I’m guessing
you enjoyed the work more than winning
the award?
Exactly. Absolutely. The Grammy is like an
after-effect. For me, it was more about doing
the track with No Doubt, one of my favourite
bands. That was really what the kick was
with that.

You have more strings to your bow than
most. You speak five languages and love
art and fashion. It seems you are
constantly immersed in art and
contemporary culture.
I love it all. I think because I went to school
for art and architecture, I got a very deep
appreciation of art and different forms of
expression. I think all art, music, fashion and
design, is an expression of will and an
expression of creativity, and I’m drawn to
that. I gravitate towards anything like that.

You’re well known for your house remixes
with some of pop’s biggest stars, from
Michael Jackson to Madonna. Who are the
people you most enjoyed working with?
What’s interesting is that every single
experience has been different. You know,
recently, working with Danny Jones has been
fantastic. He and I have become really good
mates. He’s just a brilliant songwriter, so I’ve
had great times working with him. Doing
remixes for Michael Jackson was amazing,
working on his raw vocals and seeing what
he could do. Working with people who are
so talented raises my game even further. I
want to push myself and do phenomenal
work. It’s important to be with people who

challenge you, so that you can strive to go
beyond what you normally do. I also learn a
lot when I work with other people. I learn
different production techniques, different
recording techniques, and I get to teach
people stuff. I think these projects are
mutually beneficial. Every experience I’ve
had with artists like that has been the same.

You toured Brazil at the back end of 2011.
How was that?
Brazil has become such a big market for me,
and I definitely feel a lot of love from the
Brazilians. It’s funny, because what
traditional Brazilian music is, that’s not what
they’re listening to in the clubs. The kids
don’t listen to that, though elements of it
creep in. It also influences me. I’ve always
been very much on that Latin percussive
vibe, on that side of things, so places like
Brazil influence my sound.

You said earlier that you were still
brimming with ideas. Is there no end to
the things that Roger Sanchez has in
store?
There’s loads. I mean, right now, I’m getting
involved in producing a TV series, I’m getting
involved in film and I’m getting involved in
animation. There are loads of different areas
that I’m getting involved in, and things that I
want to do. But I still loving DJing. It’s fun.
So for as long as I can keep doing it, I
definitely will.

Grouplove
O2 Academy, Birmingham, Sun 26 Feb

Formed in 2009, Grouplove met at an artists’
residency in Crete, where they gravitated to-
wards each other and started making sweet
indie music. Recording an EP in 2010, the
five-piece then nabbed the hottest slot in
town when they supported Florence And The
Machine on her US tour, and have been
heavily championed by Radio One DJs
Fearne Cotton, Zane Lowe and Nick
Grimshaw. Now on the road to promote the
release of critically acclaimed debut album
Never Trust A Happy Song, the band play
nine UK dates before heading to Europe in
the summer.

The Floating Palace
Warwick Arts Centre, Coventry, Sun 12 Feb

The brainchild of English eccentric and
renowned singer-songwriter and guitarist
Robyn Hitchcock, The Floating Palace is an
intimate evening of freewheeling musical col-
laboration. Based upon the idea that musi-
cians like to perform with other musicians
who they admire, but usually only do so be-
hind the closed doors of studios, The Float-
ing Palace brings the magic to life in public.
Robyn Hitchcock, Scottish singer KT Tunstall,
folk idol Eliza Carthy,
Krystle Warren and al-
ternative country exper-
imentalist Howe Gelb
here perform on stage
together before an au-
dience for the very first
time. What will follow,
no-one knows, but the
experiment is sure to
delight.

Breabach
Theatre Severn, Shrewsbury, Thurs 9 Feb

Scottish folk quintet Breabach are set to ex-
perience a year to remember, with their third
album due for release next month, a new tour
to enjoy and a new line-up to bed-in. June
2011 saw James Duncan Mackenzie and
Megan Henderson replace Donal Brown and
Patsy Reid. However, rather than slow down
the pace to accommodate the changes, the
band got straight
back into the studio
to create Bann, their
latest offering, hot on
the heels of Calum
MacCrimmon’s nomi-
nation as composer
of the year in the
Scottish Traditional
Music Awards 2011. 

Lightning Seeds
The Assembly, Leamington Spa,

Formed in 1989, The Lightning Seeds was
originally a studio-based solo project for Ian
Broudie, formerly of Big In Japan. The alter-
native rock and pop band started touring in
1994, following their success with Jollifica-
tion. They arrived on the scene just in time to
make their mark on the mid-1990s Brit Pop
era, perhaps becoming best known for their
Three Lions single, a chart-topping collabora-

tion with David Baddiel and Frank Skinner in

The band took
an 'elongated break'
at the end of the
decade, but returned
in 2006. They appear
in Leamington as
part of a nine-date
tour. 

Simple Minds

Famous as the band behind the 1985 song
from The Breakfast Club, Don’t You (Forget
About Me), Simple Minds have sold forty mil-
lion albums since forming way back in the
1970s. This year is their thirty-fifth anniver-
sary, and what better way to celebrate than
with a European tour? Playing sixteen dates,
the Scottish boys will
perform five songs
from each of their
first five albums on
the 5X5 tour, chroni-
cling the music of the
post-punk era and
the birth of the new
wave electro sound
that emerged in the
late 1970s.

BRIT nominee James Morrison returns to the Midlands this month to further promote his third
album The Awakening - a collection of classic but contemporary folk-soul songs which
James describes as feeling like his “first proper album.”

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Olly Murs
LG Arena, Birmingham, Fri 10 Feb

The cheeky chappy with the silly name off X Factor is back in the Midlands and playing an-
other arena. Over the years, plenty of the hit ITV1 talent show’s aspiring stars have found that
scoring a success on X Factor is no guarantee of a future in the limelight. Not so Olly Murs,
who seems to have successfully side-stepped the difficulties inherent in transforming from
‘talent show wannabe’ to ‘celebrity music-maker in his own right’. Olly’s last Birmingham gig,
back at the NIA in May 2011, was a sell-out, so this step up to the larger LG Arena looks to be
one that he’s absolutely ready to make. Expect plenty of material from Olly’s recently re-
leased second album In Case You Didn’t Know, including the hit singles Heart Skips A Beat
and Dance With Me Tonight.
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Ed Sheeran
Civic Hall, Wolverhampton 

In less than a year Ed Sheeran has gone from gigging to an audi-
ence of seventy-five at Birmingham’s Hare & Hounds to performing
to a capacity crowd of three thousand-plus at this Civic Hall gig. And
judging by the charismatic singer-songwriter’s performance, it’s easy
to see why he’s not only so in demand but also so deserving of his
four BRIT Awards nominations. ‘Ed mania’ was very much in evi-
dence in Wolverhampton, with deafening cheers and screams greet-
ing him as he took to the stage. An octave higher and I’m sure my
ears would have bled!
Give Me Love kicked off a one hundred-and-ten-minute set. The
evening featured acoustic anthems from his acclaimed debut album,
+, including The A-Team, Grade 8 and Drunk, a couple of his earlier
releases and three covers, one of which was a credible re-working of
Nina Simone’s Be My Husband.

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In the words (well, the
word) of Strictly Come
Dancing’s Craig Revel
Horwood, the newly
opened Five Rivers Indian
restaurant is simply a-ma-
zing!
The décor, the food, the
service, the cocktails, the
wine (the White Company
toiletries in the rest rooms -
very impressed) - it’s all
fantastic. My partner and I
were looked after from the
moment we stepped
through the door to the
point of getting into the taxi
at 11pm, having experi-
enced one of the most
enjoyable evenings we’d
had in a long time.
We started in the bar with
a large bottle of Cobra
(£5.50) and a delicious
Belvedere Cytrus Cosmo
(£6.50), accompanied by a
bowl of warm spicy nuts.
The waiter suggested we
had a bottle of Tamarind
Garden white wine
(£11.95) to accompany our
meal - it’s a Five Rivers
exclusive and compliments
Indian food very well.
Traditional poppadoms
were served warm and

very fresh with an assort-
ment of spicy chutneys,
after which our starters
arrived: Tandoori Jingha
(£6.95) - jumbo prawns
marinated in a blend of
spices, cooked over char-
coal flames (extremely
tasty), and Fish Amritsari
(£5.50) - succulent chunks
of cod in a gram flour bat-
ter, delicately spiced and
deep-fried to a rich golden
finish; perfectly cooked,
light and very succulent.
For mains, my partner
chose the Nihari Shank
(£10.50), a lamb shank
cooked with ginger, garlic,
garam masala, nutmeg,
mace and fresh coriander. I
chose the Karahi Gosht
(£8.50), a meat braised
dish in a spicy masala of
garlic, ginger, onions,
tomatoes, green chillies
and fresh green coriander.
We’d happily choose these
dishes again, as both were
beautifully cooked and
boasted a spicy kick that
made your mouth water.
The mains were accompa-
nied by a matar pilau rice
(£2.50), steamed basmati
rice (£2.50) and quarters of
garlic & coriander naan
(£2.50), all of which were
delicious.

For dessert, I chose the
Baileys bombe (£4) -
Belgian milk chocolate and
Baileys marquise-style
mousse, infused with the
fruity flavour of raspberry.
The chocolate and rasp-
berry were a perfect com-
bination, and I enjoyed it
immensely. My partner
chose the Assiette de
chocolat (£4) - a trio of
desserts; chocolate and
orange mousse, a pista-
chio dome, and a mini
chocolate brownie. All
three were exquisite.
Would I go back? Most
definitely, and for any
occasion at that, as Five
Rivers is perfect for a big
celebration, family meal, a
catch-up with friends or a
romantic night out. It really
does tick all the boxes!

Seafood heaven at
Shrewsbury restaurant...
When you walk into a chain restaurant, you
feel like you know what you’re going to get -
nothing too unexpected, nothing too out of
the ordinary, and nothing that’s going to
make you sit up and take notice. 
Unless, that is, you walk into Loch Fyne in
Shrewsbury, which is, without question, one
of the best chain restaurant experiences I’ve
ever had! You open the door on a landscape
of sensory excitement - the buzz of packed
restaurant conversation (always a good
sign), exposed kitchens and seafood count-
er, the smell of wine and fish sauces, warm
décor and high ceilings, and friendly, knowl-
edgeable staff.  
After we’d sat down at our table in the cen-
tre of the restaurant, the lovely Assistant
Manager Joe came over with the specials
and some of his recommendations. We
chose a very moreish dish of king prawns in
hot chilli and garlic oil with lemon and herbs,
along with the most indulgent mussel &
clam chowder I’d ever eaten! 
For the main course, we shared a three-tier
platter of fresh seafood - packed with lob-
ster, crab, langoustines, prawns, oysters,
squid, clams, mussels, crayfish and scallops
-  and a big bowl of chunky chips. Manager
Justine Ellory came over and explained the
best way to eat the oysters. A fantastic,
messy and very tasty experience ensued!
We finished off with a refreshing mango &
passion fruit sorbet and a dessert trio of
panacotta, cheesecake and pear crumble.
Even after all that, I still felt somewhat disap-

pointed to have missed out on all the other
really appetising dishes that I hadn’t select-
ed.  
It has to be mentioned that the fish inevitably
aren’t going to be as fresh-tasting as those
that you find on stalls on the Cornish coast,
so bear this in mind when you visit. That
said, you’ll no doubt still come away with the
opinion that, should a desire for a hearty fish
or seafood meal take hold of you when
you’re not holidaying on the English coast,
Loch Fyne is the place to head for. 
In fact, I can feel that desire for a hearty fish-
dish coming on already… Jessica Matthews

For many, the New Year is about starting
afresh. In mid-January, with most people’s
attempts at detoxing having begun to wane,
Thai Edge in Birmingham opened its doors,
ready to welcome diners to a newly refur-
bished restaurant. 
The interior makeover has created a beauti-
ful restaurant which, unlike other Thai estab-
lishments, avoids being fussy and over-
whelming. The contemporary design is
reflected in the décor and newly installed
frames that incorporate a creative Thai
design. The venue offers a relaxing ambi-
ence.  
Having received more than enough recom-
mendations for the dish, I started with head
chef Boi’s signature offering, Tom Yam
Goong. It provided just the right tonic for a
cold January night. Accompanying this, I
went for the Gai Ho Bau Tloy - appealing to
the eye and also a joy to eat. The tender
chicken wrapped in pandanus leaves left me
wanting more. 
My dining companion opted for Tord Mun
Khao Phod - divine sweetcorn cakes which,
though light and flavoursome, also had that
all-important crunch.  
Ordering our main proved to be trouble-
some, as the extensive menu, containing
one hundred-and-forty-five dishes, meant
that we were spoilt for choice! I ordered Gae
Nong Khai Special, a lamb dish with a chilli
kick, but not one that was too overpowering

- I was still able to taste the dish’s other key
flavours of lemon grass and sweet basil. 
My vegetarian guest chose the Choo Chee
Pak dish, and found it to be so delightful that
he intends to return to Thai Edge very soon
to revisit the experience! 
Our choice of a single dessert to share
between us was the Mint Chocolate Bombe,
a thoroughly enjoyable way to end a hugely
satisfying meal. 
The smart lines of the restaurant, combined
with the stylish Thai design, reflect Thai
Edge’s intention to offer diners authentic,
flavoursome Thai dishes in stylish surround-
ings. The attentive and very pleasant wait-
resses ensured that we were well looked
after throughout the night. 
Nestled in amongst the many eateries in
bustling Brindleyplace, Thai Edge has gener-
ated a reputation for delivering beautiful-
looking and authentic Thai cuisine. It’s a rep-
utation which looks likely to be further
enhanced in the years to come.
