Visitors to Coalbrookdale Museums at the
Ironbridge Gorge World Heritage Site will
soon be able to make even more of their visit
by dropping into a brand new café restaurant.

The Furnace, operating under the expert eye
of executive chef Marcus Bean, will be open
during the daytime for museum visitors and
passers-by, as well as on selected evenings.

“It’s going to be an all-day dining affair,”
explains Marcus. “It’ll be open museum
hours - 10am to 4pm, seven days a week.
From a visitor point of view, it’ll be a really
nice mix. We’ll be doing some evening trad-
ing as well, starting slowly and building our
way up, so that the venue is open as a desti-
nation and not just for visitors to the site.

The 50-seater venue, which also features an
outdoor area seating an extra 30 people, is
built within one of the historic former ware-
houses of the world famous Coalbrookdale
Company and will serve an exciting mix of
modern British cuisine and European clas-
sics, all hand-made in the eatery’s state-of-
the-art kitchen by a hand-picked team of
chefs.

“Daytime options on the menu will include
barista-made coffee, home-made cakes and
tasty light bites such as salads, sandwiches
and slow-cooked dishes, making the best of
local and national produce.

In The Night Garden is probably the only lul-
laby-filled children’s TV programme that has
almost caused a parental riot. Why? Because

Daisy, Makka Pakka and friends - from its
bedtime slot to an earlier one, it prompted
parent petitions, outrage, and a swift u-turn
from the BBC.

Igglepiggle and co returned to their popular
evening slot, and they’ve remained there ever
since: In the Night Garden is the BAFTA

“My father was always there to give me the
best advice when I was starting out in my
career. When [ was offered a recording deal
live on television when I was 16, I was the
happiest person alive, but my dad insisted I
finish school first. I was upset because I
thought they might change their mind if they
had to wait for me. But I'm really grateful for
that advice now, and it’s something that I
want to pass onto my kids. My kids ask me
why they have to go to school when I didn’t
get where I did in my career directly from
studying. But I always insist that school is the
basis for everything, for all learning about
life. I guess that’s also why the role of Teen
Angel appeals to me so much, because he
appears to Frenchy to encourage her not to
drop out of school.”

The new production is blessed with the
creative input of renowned choreographer
Arlene Phillips. Peter explains what this
means for Teen Angel: “I've been told that
this role is Teen Angel with a twist... and I'm
just about as much in the dark with that right
now as the audiences will be when they
arrive.

“Teen Angel is such an iconic part of the
Grease film, but they definitely plan to make
that scene a much bigger and better part of
this production.

Despite focusing on his extensive music
career, Peter’s love of theatre really shines
through: “I think theatre is the root of all
performance.
